2 Cost of sales

The cost of sales shows the costs incurred in generating revenue. This item also includes
both depreciation and reductions for impairment of development work recognised as an
intangible asset, property, plant and equipment and inventories. The reductions for impair-
ment on the basis of updated impairment tests amounted to EUR 393 million. The figure in
the prior-year period for comparable market and foreign exchange risks was EUR 285 mil-
lion.

3 Other operating result

A reduction for impairment of EUR 142 million was applied to the goodwill of one fully con-
solidated European importer, against a backdrop of increasingly intense competition and
the prospect of stagnation of that national market.

4 Earnings per share

Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the profit share due to AUDI AG share-
holders by the weighted average number of shares in circulation during the financial year.
In Audi’s case, the diluted earnings per share are the same as the basic earnings per
share, as there were no potential shares in AUDI AG in existence at either June 30, 2006 or

June 30, 2007.

Events occurring after the first-half reporting date

Following the ratification of the 2008 Corporate Tax Reform Act on July 6, 2007 by the
Bundesrat, Germany’s upper house, modified tax rules will take effect in Germany from
January 1, 2008. This will result in the remeasurement of the domestic deferred taxes of the
Audi Group in the third quarter of 2007. Remeasurement will lead to a higher tax expense as
there is a surplus of deferred tax assets.
