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The 118th Annual General Meeting of AUDI AG will be held on Wednesday, 
May 9, 2007 at 10.00 a.m. at the Audi Forum Neckarsulm, NSU-Strasse / junction
Hafenstrasse, 74172 Neckarsulm. We cordially invite our shareholders to attend.

1. Presentation of the established annual accounts of AUDI AG and consoli-
dated accounts of the Audi Group, and also of the management reports of
AUDI AG and the Audi Group at December 31, 2006, together with the report
of the Supervisory Board

2. Resolution on discharge of the members of the Board of Management

3. Resolution on discharge of the members of the Supervisory Board

The Supervisory Board and Board of Management propose that discharge be
granted in respect of agenda items 2 and 3 for the 2006 financial year.

4. Election to the Supervisory Board

Dr.-Ing. e.h. Bernd Pischetsrieder has surrendered office as a member of 
the Supervisory Board of AUDI AG.

The Supervisory Board of AUDI AG consists of twenty members. Pursuant 
to Section 7 Para. 1 No. 3 of German Codetermination Law in conjunction 
with Sections 96 and 101 of German Stock Corporation Law, it comprises 
ten representatives each of the shareholders and the employees.

A successor is to be elected for the period up to the end of the term of 
office of the former member Dr. Pischetsrieder, in other words up until 
the close of the Annual General Meeting which is to give discharge for
the 2007 financial year. 

The Annual General Meeting is not bound by the proposed candidate.

The Supervisory Board proposes that Prof. Dr. rer. nat. Martin Winterkorn,
Wolfsburg, Chairman of the Board of Management of Volkswagen AG, be 
elected as a member of the Supervisory Board for the remainder of the 
term of office of the former member Dr. Pischetsrieder.

5. Resolution on the approval of the profit transfer agreement

The Supervisory Board and Board of Management propose that the 
conclusion of the profit transfer agreement between AUDI AG and 
Audi Retail GmbH be approved.

AUDI AG is the sole shareholder of the aforementioned company. The 
agreement substantially comprises the following arrangements:

a) The company named is obliged to transfer its net profit for the year
to AUDI AG.

b) AUDI AG is obliged to make good any losses by the company pursuant 
to Section 302 of German Stock Corporation Law.

c) The company named may only transfer portions of the net profit for the
year to other revenue reserves with the approval of AUDI AG.
AUDI AG undertakes to grant this approval insofar as permissible under
commercial law and necessary according to sound business judgement.
Other revenue reserves created during the term of the profit transfer
agreement shall be liquidated and used to square a loss or be transferred
as profit if AUDI AG demands this and it is justified according to sound
business judgement.

d) The profit transfer agreement shall apply with effect from December 11,
2006 and run indefinitely. It may be terminated at the earliest after a 
period of ten years, at three month's notice to the end of a calendar year.

The profit transfer agreement, annual accounts and management reports of
AUDI AG for the past three financial years, as well as the annual accounts of
Audi Retail GmbH for the abridged 2006 financial year (December 11, 2006 to
December 31, 2006), together with the combined report issued by the Board
of Management of AUDI AG and the management of the company in question
and prepared pursuant to Section 293a of German Stock Corporation Law,
shall be available for inspection by the shareholders at the business premises
of the respective parties to the agreement from the time of convening of the
Annual General Meeting onwards, and shall be accessible on the internet at
"www.audi.com/annual_general_meeting". These documents shall moreover
be open to inspection during the Annual General Meeting of AUDI AG.

6. Election of the auditor for the 2007 financial year

The Supervisory Board proposes that PricewaterhouseCoopers Aktiengesell-
schaft Wirtschaftsprüfungsgesellschaft, Munich, be appointed as auditor for
the 2007 financial year.

The audit assignment shall be issued for the individual financial statements
of AUDI AG and the consolidated financial statements of the Audi Group.

At the time of convening of the Annual General Meeting, the total number of 
shares in the company is 43,000,000; the total number of voting rights is equally
43,000,000.
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In order to participate in the Annual General Meeting, exercise voting rights 
or table motions, shareholders must transfer a special confirmation of their
shareholding, issued in text form by their depositary bank, to the registration
office named below, by no later than the end of May 2, 2007. This confirmation
must be based on the position at the start of April 18, 2007.

Voting rights at the Annual General Meeting may be exercised by a proxy, or
alternatively by an association of shareholders.

Shareholders who make
use of this option require an entrance ticket for the Annual General Meeting.
